Each month a different person (single or    

     couple) in each group acts as Host(s) until all have had a turn.  In January, we will have new sign-ups and new  

     groups will be formed and the process will be repeated. 

 

3. The Host(s)  each month communicates with the other members of their group to select a convenient date/time to  

    meet.  Hosts select the restaurant, make a reservation and arrange for the group to have appetizers and drinks at  

    their home before dinner or invite the group back for dessert and beverage after dinner.  One host planned a de 

    lightful lunch (rather than dinner) this year.
